3. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3. The Skiff Event is open to 49er/49fx, RS800, 29er and Musto Skiffs.

3. Class measurement certificates may be required to be produced.

3. Entries should be made using the UYC Skiff Event entry form, accessed by Sail Racer or the UYC club website www.ullswateryachtclub.org and posted to the UYC Sailing Secretary, Open Events (see address below) by 14th April, or on the first day of the Skiff Event up to 11.30am. The Sailing Committee reserve the right to refuse entries after this time.
3. Competitors, including support teams, coaches, instructors, rescue crews and accompanying friends and families etc, shall consider themselves visitors / temporary members of UYC for the duration of the event.

5. There will be Class Starts (5 minutes apart) for 49er/49fx, RS800, 29er and Musto Skiff.

5. The duration of each race will be approximately 30-40 minutes

5. The number of races completed to constitute a series will be 4. If 5 more races are sailed, there will be 1 discard. If 7 or more races are sailed, there will be 2 discards.

5. The plan is to sail a minimum of 6 races over the two days. However if conditions and time permit we will run 4 races per day. 
5.  Scoring will be the low points scoring system of Appendix ‘A’.   

6. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

6. The UYC Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration.

7. VENUE

7. UYC is situated on the north east shore of the lake approximately two miles from Pooley Bridge on the Howtown Road.

8. PRIZES AND TROPHIES

8. Prizes and trophies will be awarded in proportion to the number of entries in each Class.

8. The prizegiving will be held at the UYC Clubhouse on the final day of the Skiff Event, approximately one hour after the last boat finishes, subject to protests.
